Notes :- 

1. Air Rifles will be supplied for the main event, snooker and fun shoots. 
2. A paper zero confirmation check target will be on the main event and snooker 

range. The competitor will use the same rifle for the competition. Five shots 
maximum will be allowed for the sighting check. 

3. Own Rifle and Long Range Competition. The rifle (.177 cal) must be 
nominated on the entry form (serial No.) For those without their own rifle a 
rifle from your club/group may be used but must be nominated on the entry 
form. A maximum of three persons may share an air rifle. Any sights may be 
used. 

4. The own rifle competition will be over 10 metres plus to 25 metres plus, 
competitors are urged to ensure that their rifle is zeroed before the 
competition, as no sighting shots will be allowed. 

5. The long range will be shot at an unknown distance (40 metres plus) therefore 
competitors should ensure that the rifle to be used will reach this distance. 

6. Competitors are reminded that they should be at the range the detail before 
their shoot to score the shoot for their fellow competitor. Competitors must be 
fully prepared for their detail, and once the detail has commenced must 
complete the detail without leaving the firing point. 

7. Score Cards must be completed and returned to the scorers (runners provided) 
immediately after the detail. Failure to submit scores means no score!
